INTRODUCTION 

 
This handbook has been prepared to provide information and guidance to students and parents/guardians.  

It is of particular use to those making choices of subjects for Senior School courses of study.  Parents and 

students are asked to study the booklet carefully and to consult with teachers, subject coordinators, 

academic and employment advisors and the College Administration before making final selections for Year 

11. 

In recent years there has been an increased retention rate amongst senior students and there have 

therefore been changes in the needs of those students and the nature of our provisions for them.  State 

wide, approximately 48% or more of Year 12 graduates will attend university at the completion of Year 12.  

The remainder will pursue further education at TAFE or other Registered Training Organisations and/or 

enter the workforce. 

Good Counsel College addresses the needs of each of these student groups by offering students a broad 

curriculum, continuing the school to work transition courses, providing strong academic and career 

counselling opportunities, and remaining open to other possibilities as they arise. 

The College has a number of senior students involved in School Based Traineeships or Apprenticeships.  

These allow students to balance work with school.  Students may work for 1 or 2 days and attend school on 

the othŜǊ ŘŀȅǎΦ  ¢ƘŜ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘǎΩ ǘƛƳŜǘŀōƭŜs are adjusted to cater for this pathway. 

All students are offered courses that provide sound general education.  They may elect to follow a course 

that aims for achievement of potential in subjects leading to an Overall Position (OP).  They may choose a 

course with one or more vocational components, many of which have industry accreditation. 
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Selecting Subjects: 

Students are strongly advised to select subjects: 

¶ That they are able to achieve success in; 

¶ That suit their abilities and interest them; 

¶ That are pre-requisites for careers or options for which they want to qualify, and; 

¶ That they believe will give them the best opportunities to have their abilities and achievements 

recognised. 

THE STUDENT EDUCATION PROFILE 

 
QCE Information Summary for Parents 

Queensland Certificate of Education From 2006, students in Year 10 have worked towards a new school 

qualification.  It is the Queensland Certificate of Education (QCE).  The first QCEs were awarded to students 

in 2008. 

Eligibility for a QCE -To be eligible for a QCE, a student must be enrolled with a school and registered with 

the Queensland Studies Authority.  For most students the QCE will be achieved over Years 11 and 12.  

Others may not achieve it until after they finish Year 12. 

The total amount of learning required is at least 20 (twenty) credits.  This reflects an amount of learning 

that could be reasonably achieved by most young people over a two year, full time program of study in the 

Senior Phase of Learning. 

What is a credit? A credit is the minimum amount of learning at the set standard that can contribute to the 

QCE.  A credit has two elements ς an amount of learning and a set standard. 

For example: a credit for a school subject is one semester (amount of learning) at Sound Achievement (set 

standard) or a credit for a Certificate II qualification is 25% (amount of learning) of the competencies (set 

standard). 

Some learning achievements will be recorded in the Learning Account but will not be a credit because they 

either do not have the required amount of learning or they do not meet the set standard. 

For example: a Very Limited Achievement in a school subject does not meet the set standard to be a credit. 

New Flexibility   The new qualification will recognise more learning options.  Students can design a program 

of study to match their career goals.  There is more flexibility in what, where and when learning occurs. 

Not all the learning need take place at school.  Some learning can be with a registered training provider, in 

a workplace or with a community group.  The list of options is in the table (see over). 

The Senior Statement -The Senior Statement is an official record of all the learning achievements in a 

Learning Account.  It details ς what learning was attempted, the standard achieved and, where and when 

the learning took place. 
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The Queensland Curriculum & Assessment Authority (QCAA) will issue the Senior Statement to young 

people who: 

¶ Have met the requirements for the Queensland Certificate of Education, or; 

¶ Are attending a school, and have banked at least one achievement in their Learning Account, and are 

enrolled at a school until the prescribed date at the end of Year 12, or; 

¶ Have completed a pattern of study which makes them OP eligible.

+ A student choosing the QCAA subject Study of Religion may (and is advised to) choose to keep a study line 

rather than take the full complement of subjects. It is emphasised that this is a study line, not four periods of 

free time each week, and students are required to use this time productively.  

*Subject Area Specification (SAS) subjects are devised by the QCAA and College to meet specific Vocational 

Education needs of students. Although they appear on the Queensland Certificate of Education, they do not 

contribute to an Overall Position (OP).   
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TERTIARY ENTRY REQUIREMENTS 

 
To qualify for an Overall Position a student must study as a minimum, the equivalent of five QCAA subjects 

for four semesters (i.e. a minimum of twenty semester units).  Some subjects may be changed at the end of 

semester; however a minimum of three subjects must be studied for all four semesters.  Students who 

study more than five QCAA Subjects have the advantage of discarding their worst units, as the Overall 

Position is calculated on the best twenty units.

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SCHOOL BASED NEW APPRENTICESHIPS AND TRAINEESHIPS 

 
The College has made arrangements for students to participate in School Based Apprenticeships or 

Traineeships as part of their senior studies when students are successful in gaining employment specifically 

as this form of Apprentice or Trainee.  Students can gain these positions through job advertisement 

vacancies and interviews.  Lǘ ƛǎ ǘƘŜ /ƻƭƭŜƎŜΩǎ ǇƻƭƛŎȅ ǘƘŀǘ ŀƭƭ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘǎ Ƴǳǎǘ ŎƻƳǇƭŜǘŜ ²ƻǊƪ 9ȄǇŜǊƛŜƴŎŜ ǿƛǘƘ ŀ 

proposed Employer prior to being signed into the Apprenticeship or Traineeship with the Queensland 

Apprenticeships Service. 

School Based Apprentices and Trainees combine school studies, paid employment and competency based 

training during each week.  The School Based Apprentice and Trainee works on an adjusted timetable with 

reduced subjects in order to successfully work towards the gaining of a Queensland Certificate of Education 

(QCE).  In the extreme case it may be necessary for a student to spend two days a week on the job site.  In 

order for a student to be classified as a School Based Apprentice or Trainee, his/her work must impact upon 

their timetables study.  School Based Apprentices and Trainees are also able to be OP eligible, however in 

such instances they must be extremely committed to their studies.  Each School Based Apprenticeship and 

Traineeship is arranged on an individualised Employment, Training and Education Schedule which must be 

negotiated by all parties.  Any training which takes place as part of a School Based 

Apprenticeship/Traineeship is recorded as part of the Queensland Certificate of Education. 

Applications for School Based Apprenticeships and Traineeships are available from the Vocation Education 

and Training Coordinator and are subject to successful application of a student to their studies, a 

commitment to the ethos of the school and high behavioural standards.  It is College policy that students be 

15 years old, with preference given to Apprenticeships/Traineeships being signed at the completion of Year 

10 ready for the Year 11 school year.  Special consideration can be applied for and may be given for 

students at risk of disengaging from their school studies.  This occurs on an individual basis, and may in 

some instances require official approval from the Queensland Department of Education and Training. 

COMPETENCY BASED TRAINING 

 
The Queensland Curriculum and Assessment Authority (QCAA) as delegate for the Australian Skills Quality 

Authority (ASQA) registers and audits Queensland schools registered training organisations (RTOΩǎ).  Good 

Counsel College is a school RTO, registration number 30554, registered to deliver VET to students in Years 

10, 11 and 12. 

Good Counsel College students engage in this training via: 

¶ Competencies which make up the QCAA Study Area Specification of a VET Certificate; 

¶ Competencies gained as part of a course conducted at TAFE or another outside RTO; 

¶ Competencies gained from an RTO as part of a School Based Apprenticeship or Traineeship. 

All of these competencies can now be entered onto the Queensland Certificate of Education. 
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ACCOUNTING 
 

Accounting is a QCAA subject.  This subject aims to give students an understanding of the necessity of 

accounting as a system which gathers and stores information in books of accounts, and communicates this 

information in the form of written and financial reports to help evaluate performance. 

Although the subject relates specifically to business organisations, students may also use this knowledge in 

the management of their personal financial affairs. 

Entry Requirements 

Business Education Years 9 or 10 is recommended.  Computer skills required.  An SA in Advanced Maths is 

an advantage.

Students seeking careers in accountancy, banking and finance, management and administration or related 

fields will benefit from the study of Accounting.  While the study of Accounting is not required for entrance 

to post-secondary business courses at Universities and TAFE colleges, the subject does provide useful 

background, and employers sometimes give preference to students who have some knowledge of 

accounting.

Exploration 

incorporates literacy and media studies and covers a diverse range of topics.  Students are encouraged to 

make meaning by examining historical, cultural, geographical, philosophical, socio-cultural, creative and 

literacy, and political representations through specific Concept and Focus areas and conceptual frames.  Art 

enhances critical learning skills and the ability to be responsible for making well considered decisions and 

choices. 

Entry Requirements 

The Senior Art Course with its Visual Studies is accessible to all Senior Students whether they have studied

Course Outline 

This is a two year course with Year 11 being a foundation year based on Diversification where students are 

exploring a variety of learning experiences, moving in Specialisation in Year 12 where students resolve two

Built around concepts, focuses, contexts, media area and visual language, the course integrate these 

through an Inquiry Based Model of learning.  The media areas are diverse, in keeping with changing 

technology, and offer a variety within each section.

¶ 3D ς ceramics, fibre art, installation, performance art, sculpture, wearable art and body adornment. 

¶ Design ς built, public and environment design, costume and stage design, curation design, graphic 

design and illustration, product design, cross art events. 

¶ Time based media ς electronic imaging, film animation and television, sound art. 

Assessment 

Assessment consists of making and appraising tasks.  These tasks may form a body of work.  Year 11 may

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VISUAL ART in PRACTICE * 

 
The Visual Arts area of the Arts in Practice focuses on producing art from a range of materials. 

This subject is designed for students wishing to do art without the assessment of OP Art.  Results from the 

Visual Arts (SAS) are recorded on the Queensland Certificate of Education (QCE) from VHA to VLA.  It does 

not contribute toward an OP and has a value of 2 points comparative to 4 at OP level. 

Areas contained in the Visual Art syllabus include written components as well as practical exploration in: 

¶ Painting and drawing 

¶ Printmaking 

¶ Design 

¶ Digital media 

¶ Installation 

¶ Sculpture and ceramics 

Arts in Practice is a 2-year course covering eight units of work.  

Unit 1: Youth Lifestyles 

This unit focuses on the context of local and regional youth culture and the creation of artworks to promote 
events. 

Unit 2: Under the Sun and in the Rain 

This unit focuses on the exploration of 3D artworks for public spaces such as in the school community.   

Unit 3: Streets Apart 

Students will research the work of contemporary artists and individually develop a proposal for a mural 
suitable for placement within the community or the school. 

Unit 4: In the Photo

This unit explores the concept of consumerism and artists who work with found objects to communicate a 
message about our disposable society. 

Unit 8: From Urban to Ocean to Outback 

This unit focuses on the exploration of 3d artwork and art for public spaces. 
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BIOLOGICAL SCIENCE 

 
Biological Science is the study of the origin, development, functioning, diversity and evolution of living 

things. 

Biological Science provides students with: 

¶ A knowledge and understanding of the living world; 

¶ The capacity to identify, gather, manipulate and process biological information; 

¶ The capacity to communicate effectively on biological issues; 

¶ An appreciation of the complexity and beauty of biological phenomena; 

¶ A recognition that Australian eco-systems have unique characteristics; 

¶ An appreciation that each type of organism, including human beings, occupy a unique position in the 

biosphere; 

¶ A sense of responsibility for the stewardship of the local and global environment; 

¶ An ability to apply biological understanding, skills and reasoning to present day and emerging issues. 

Entry Requirements 

Students entering Biological Science require at least a sound achievement in Year 10 Science and English.  

An ability to work independently is required.  

Course Outline 

The major areas studied within Biological Science include: 

¶ The diversity of living organisms ¶ Ecology and the effects of humans on the living world 

¶ Physiology of animals and plants ¶ Reproduction, growth and development 

¶ Genetics ¶ Scientific theories relating to the origin and evolution of species 

¶ Micro-biology and disease  

 

Assessment 

Assessment of work is carried out through the inspection of: 

¶ Reports on field studies; 

¶ The collection and preservation of representative species from an area; 

¶ Extended experimental reports; 

¶ Learning journals and other written tasks 

¶ Formal and open book exams. 

Field Trips 

Students will attend excursions to study eco-systems and to observe biological scientists at work. 

Career Opportunities 

Students with knowledge of Biological Sciences might find employment in areas such as horticulture, 

aquaculture, agriculture and health. It might also lead to tertiary studies in nursing, science, microbiology, 

biochemistry, veterinary science, agriculture, zoology, botany, dentistry or medicine.  
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BUSINESS COMMUNICATIONS AND TECHNOLOGIES 

 

Business Communications and Technologies offer students opportunities to engage in and understand a 

range of administrative practices through real life situations and business simulations.  Students examine 

the broader social, cultural and environmental implications of business activities with a focus on the 

essential skills of communication and the use of business specific technologies. 

Business Communication and Technologies includes theoretical and practical aspects of business issues in 

contexts students will encounter throughout their lives.  Topics of study may include: 

¶ Business environments 

¶ Industrial relations 

¶ International business 

¶ Workplace health, safety and sustainability 

¶ Organisation and work teams 

¶ Social Media 

¶ Events administration 

Topics of study are studied through a business context.  The purpose of business contexts is to provide a 

focus for authentic and relevant learning experiences.  Examples of business contexts include tourism and 

hospitality, real estate, retail, travel, media, banking and finance, mining and public administration. 

Entry Requirements 

Business Education in Years 9 or 10 recommended.  High English proficiency. 

Assessment 

Students may be assessed using the following procedures: 

¶ Formal examinations 

¶ Research assignments 

¶ Non written presentations (Oral, PowerPoint) 

¶ Students required to organise and run an event in Grade 11 as part of events administration subject. 

Career Opportunities 

This subject may lead to employment in such areas as business administration, events administration, 

workplace health and safety or tertiary study in the fields of business, business management, accounting, 

events management and human resources.

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CHEMISTRY 

 
Senior Chemistry provides an understanding of the materials around us, and whey they behave as they do, 

as well as a sound theoretical basis for further studies in Chemistry. 

Chemistry embraces many fields.  For example, chemists are concerned with the development of materials 

for use in the home such as detergents and paints.  Also with the design and preparation of new drugs, with 

the development of a better understanding of the body processes, with methods of measuring 

contamination in the environment to limit it and with research in industry aimed at improving quality of 

products. 

Entry Requirements 

Students attempting Senior Chemistry should have obtained at least a Sound Achievement in Year 10 

Science and in Advanced Mathematics. It is also expected that students choosing Chemistry will undertake 

Mathematics B. 

Course Outline 

The major topics studied are: 

¶ The nature of matter, atomic structure, water testing. 

¶ Gases, periodic table, bonding, reactions. 

¶ Energy and rates of reactions, equilibrium, acids, organic chemistry. 

¶ Electrochemistry, acids, solubility. 

 

A series of practical experiments completed throughout the course serve to develop basic laboratory skills 

and an awareness of scientific methodology. 

Assessment 

Assessment in Chemistry consists of: 

¶ Formal examinations; 

¶ Extended research tasks (one per year); 

¶ Extended Experimental Investigation (one per year). 

Career Opportunities 

Chemistry may led to tertiary studies in Science, Medicine, Engineering, Defence Force and Nursing as well 

as many other career positions in government, teaching and industry. 
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MUSIC in PRACTICE * 

 
Music in Practice is a subject designed for those students who want to pursue a different career path in 

music and the arts that is not OP based.  This enables students to pursue careers in sound recording, 

theatre lighting design and stage management for example.  Workshops with professional musicians and so

Finding Your Voice: This unit enables students to discuss the different styles of music and periods of music 

including both European and non-Western traditions and contemporary genres; with reference to the 

elements of music including pitch, duration, form and expression. The assessment requires students to 

perform as a solo and/or in an instrumental ensemble, a minimum of 3 pieces of contrasting musical 

genres.  Assessment also involves students analysing and discussing various performers and their skills in 

relation to the genre of music used by performers. 

Putting It Together 1: This unit enables students to expand upon the skills and knowledge attained in the 

first semester, and includes performing/presenting a lunchtime concert, as well as introducing music 

technology ς sound recording, mixing ς as further expansion of the skills required for Creative Arts ς Music.  

The assessment requires students to undertake a written exam based on music technology, sound 

recording and mixing.  It also requires students to perform in a solo and/or in an instrumental ensemble, a 

minimum of 3 pieces which are of contrasting musical genres. 

Creative Arts Careers: This unit provides students with an in-depth approach to the various careers in the 

Creative Arts industries, as well as introducing acquired knowledge of music technology in pursuit of a 

specific career in the Creative Arts.  The assessment requires students to perform in a solo and/or in an 

instrumental ensemble, a minimum of 3 pieces which are of contrasting musical genres.  Assessment also 

involves students analysing and discussing various Creative Arts careers and the specifics of those selected 

careers. 

Putting It Together 2: This unit is the final culmination of all acquired skills and knowledge over the 2 year 

course.  Assessment requires students to create a digital sound recording of themselves with promotional 

information along with a detailed report from an excursion to a working recording studio.

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DRAMA 

 
What is Drama about?  Drama explores dramatic forms and styles, and the ways they are used to express 

and communicate human experience in different cultures, times and places. 

You will use and develop your creativity, thinking skills and technical understandings about drama to 

imagine and explore behaviour, relationships, emotions and beliefs in different situations and contexts. 

What will you learn?  Drama has three important aspects: creating drama, presenting drama as an actor, 

and critiquing drama performances.  

To build your knowledge, understandings and skills across each of these aspects, you will learn about 

elements of drama, skills of drama and the conventions of a variety of dramatic forms and styles, including 

Realism.  

You will use the knowledge, understanding and skills you have learnt to: 

¶ create drama in different forms and styles to communicate your ideas 

¶ present drama performances to live audiences   

¶ critique performances by professional companies. 
 

How will you learn?  In Drama you will work in groups and as an individual to learn and apply your 

knowledge, understandings and skills in different types of activities.  

These activities include practical tasks, such as acting and directing, that allow you to demonstrate your 

ideas to your teacher and/or peers, and other non-practical tasks that allow you to present your ideas as 

written or spoken/signed work.  

Practical work is the focus when presenting drama as an actor, and demonstrating drama you have formed 

and created.  

Non-practical work is the focus when critiquing drama performances, and producing written and 

spoken/signed presentations of drama you have formed and created.  

Entry Requirements 

There are no essential subject requirements; however completion of Junior Drama is advisable as this 

would greatly assist in the areas of assessment.

Where can Drama take you?   

A course of study in Drama can contribute 4 credits toward the Queensland Certificate of Education (QCE), 

and can establish a basis for further education and employment in the following fields: Actor, Advertising, 

Arts Administrator, Audio-visual Technician, Broadcasting Technician, Copywriter, Education, Games 

Developer, Graphic designer, Historian, Illustrator, Journalist, Lawyer, Media Presenter, Multimedia 

Developer, Playwright, Production Crew Member, Projectionist, Retail Manager, Set Designer, Sound 

Technician, Speech Therapist, Stage Manager, Stunt Performer, Technical Writer and Writer. 

The knowledge, understanding and skills you develop in Drama connect strongly with careers in which it is 

important to understand different social and cultural perspectives on a variety of subjects and issues, and 

to communicate meaning in imaginative, aesthetic and artistic ways. 

All students will require a set of theatre blacks (black clothing) for performing. Girls are encouraged to bring 

a pair of comfortable shorts to each Drama class. 
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DRAMA in PRACTICE * 

 

The Drama in Practice programme offers a hands-on approach to major aspects of Drama and performance 

production. This subject is designed for students wishing to be involved in Drama without the assessment 

of OP Art.  Results from the Drama (SAS) are recorded on the Queensland Certificate of Education (QCE) 

from VHA to VLA.  It does not contribute toward an OP and has a value of 2 points comparative to 4 at OP 

level. 

The programme is based on a four-semester course of study. Semester 1 and 2 are designed to allow 

students to begin their engagement with the course content. Course content learning experiences and 

assessment increase in complexity across the four semesters with semester 3 and 4 consolidating student 

learning. 

 

Unit 1: Making shaping and sharing our Stories 

This unit focuses on exposing students to live theatre and in the development of students playbuilding and 

acting skills. 

Unit 2: Putting on a Show 

The unit focuses on developing techniques and production skills to support a performance with a 

community focus. 

Unit 3: Staging the Stories of our Community 

The unit focus is on how verbatim theatre reflects a community identity through storytelling. Students 

develop skills in improvising, designing, directing, play building scriptwriting and acting.

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CERTIFICATE 1 in ENGINEERING 

 
Course Outline 

Certificate 1 in Engineering is a practical, hands-on workshop subject that is especially useful for students 

who aim to work in the manufacturing industries. Students learn while making practical metal and 

engineering projects, and have the opportunity to get a lot of satisfaction and value from the course.  They 

understand industry practices, interpret specifications, including technical drawings, demonstrate and 

apply safe practical production processes with hand/power tools and machinery, communicate using oral, 

written, graphical and online modes, use Information Technologies to help them organise, calculate and 

plan production processes and evaluate the products they create using predefined specifications.

A course of study in Certificate 1 in Engineering can establish a basis for further education and 

employment. With additional training and experience, potential employment opportunities may be found 

in engineering trades as, for example, a sheet metal worker, metal fabricator, welder, maintenance fitter, 

metal machinist, locksmith, air-conditioning mechanic, refrigeration mechanic or automotive mechanic.  
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ENGLISH 

 
Course Outline 

The Senior English course is based on the 2010 Queensland English Syllabus as implemented under the 

auspices of the Queensland Studies Authority.  English 2010 is designed to promote competence in, and 

enjoyment of, various complex language-based activities.  Students will experience functional, literary and 

artistic language through a variety of media, texts and tasks. 

The course requires critical reading and viewing of considerable amounts of text in a wide variety of genres 

and thus it helps if students are keen readers.  It also requires students to write in various genres for a 

variety of purposes and audiences.  Participation in the Senior English course is very rewarding as it offers

joy of sharing in the experiences of others and reflecting upon this is an additional bonus. 

Senior English builds upon the skills developed in Junior English and requires the application of those skills 

in complex, critical, analytical evaluation.  Students are required to demonstrate their skills through oral, 

written and multi-modal presentations. 

Fulfilment of course requirements is very difficult for any student who has not gained at least a Sound 

Achievement level in Year 10 English.  Thus students who experience difficulties and who do not need 

English for tertiary studies or for a specific career are strongly advised to take English Communication, an 

increasingly popular subject throughout the State.  English Communication, which is a more practically-

based subject, provides skills necessary for citizenship, employment and recreation. 

Note: 

¶ A Sound Achievement level in Year 12 English is required for admission to many University courses. 

¶ The present Syllabus provides rigorous regulations regarding the assistance teachers may provide with 

proofreading and editing.  Students are urged to place great emphasis on the development and practice 

of these skills through the process of drafting and careful proofreading.

¶ Enactment of Shakespearean excerpts together with evaluative analysis of such texts and the play as a 

whole; 

¶ A critical appraisal of a novel and film dealing with a thematic issue dealt with in class. 
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ENGLISH COMMUNICATION * 

 
English Communication is a two-year course for students in Years 11 and 12.  It is registered with the 

Queensland Studies Authority as a Study Area Specification. 

The course prepares students for effective understanding and communication in everyday community life, 

employment and leisure.  It prepares students for studies at TAFE / Business Colleges, or the equivalent and 

may also be accepted in some University courses.  (Please see the VET Coordinator, Mrs Foster, for details).   

It is definitely recommended that those students who have not gained an SA in Year 10 English enrol in 

English Communication in Year 11.  Students who have gained an SA in Year 10 English may also consider 

English Communication as an option, depending upon their long-term employment objectives and plans for 

post-secondary study. 

Those students who are not intending to go to university may prefer the practical base and outcomes of 

English Communication.  Students aiming for university places should check whether a satisfactory 

achievement in Senior English is an entry requirement or whether they can use their results for English 

Communication. 

The course develops and enhances language skills with an emphasis upon functional literacy and the 

promotion of critical responses to public and personal texts, spoken, written, graphic and visual.  Literature 

is not a major component, but appropriate fiction and non-fiction literature is included and students are 

encouraged to read for both enjoyment and information. 

Assessment  

The College-based grading of summative assessment rates students from VLA ς VHA in line with the QCAA 

scales providing a finely graduated guideline to student performance that is well-regarded by employers

Assessment

¶ Interactive media 

Assessment 

Assessment techniques include short and/or extended responses, research assignments, projects and 

practical exercises.

Assessment 

Assessment in Senior Japanese consists of formal examinations, which are conducted each term.  Students 

are assessed on their communicative ability in each of the following four skills:  listening, speaking, reading 

and writing.  In determining the exit level of achievement, the assessment completed in Year 11 is 

formative while assessment in Year 12 is summative. 

Costs 

Although not compulsory, it is recommended that students purchase a Japanese/English dictionary ς 

preferably one that is written in Japanese script, not Romani. 

Career Opportunities 

Students seeking specific careers in the areas of Business, Hospitality, Tourism, Law and Government 

should consider Senior Japanese.  In the tourism industry, employers may give preference to students who 

have studied Japanese to a senior level.  Students who are interested in Japanese and wish to pursue a 

tertiary course can do combined degrees with Law, Business, Commerce, Economics, Tourism, Education 

and Arts.  Although Senior Japanese is not compulsory for most of these courses, in instances where quotas 

apply, preference will be given to students who have attained a senior level of Japanese. 
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MATHEMATICS A 
 

Mathematics A is essentially an algebra-free mathematics course with an emphasis on the applications of 

mathematics in society. It is a QCAA ǎǳōƧŜŎǘ ǘƘŀǘ ŎƻƴǘǊƛōǳǘŜǎ ǘƻǿŀǊŘǎ ŀ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘΩǎ ht ǎŎƻǊŜΦ aŀƧƻǊ ǘƻǇƛŎǎ 

running through the course are finance, probability, navigation, statistics and data analysis. Some specific 

tasks include: 

¶ Choosing between loan repayment schedules or insurance plans; 

¶ Interpreting topographic maps and house plans; 

¶ Estimating quantities and costs of building materials; 

¶ Project managing using network analysis. 

 

Course Outline 

The Core Topics are: 

¶ Managing Money ς bank interest, credit cards, loans, foreign exchange, taxation, budgets, industrial 

awards and wages; 

¶ Elements of Applied Geometry ς simple trigonometry, area, surface area and volume, latitude, longitude 

and time zones; 

¶ Data Collection and Presentation ς graphical and tabular presentations, simple methods for describing 

and summarising data; measures of central tendency and spread and survey methodology; 

¶ Linking Two and Three Dimensions ς scale drawings, and plans, estimation of quantities and costings. 

¶ Exploring and Understanding Data ς simple probability, two-way contingency tables, and the 

interpretation of statistical data in the media. 

 

The Elective Topics are: 

¶ Operations Research (Networks & Queuing)- construction and analysis of networks; shortest path 

algorithms, minimum spanning trees, critical paths and slack time; analysis of types of queues; 

average waiting/service times, average queue lengths and strategies to minimise queue length and 

queue formation. 

¶ Navigation ς use of marine charts to determine location and navigable depth, methods of fixing 

position e.g. cross-fix, cocked hat, dead-reckoning and running fix.  

 

Assessment 

Students will be assessed through written reports, assignments/investigations (one per semester) as well as 

end of term examinations. Students will be required to use spreadsheets, specific websites and on-line 

calculators as part of their assignment work. 
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MATHEMATICS B 
 

Mathematics B is an algebra-based course that relies heavily on proficiency in algebra. It is a QCAA subject

mathematical tools and their simple application to solve problems. Mathematics B develops advanced 

mathematical skills which form the basis for further study in mathematics, all branches of science, 

computing, economics, engineering and technology. Major topics running through the course are the 

theory of functions, probability theory and calculus. Some specific tasks include: 

¶ Finding the greatest and least values of quantities subject to constraints (optimisation); 

¶ Find the exact area beneath a curve; 

¶ Using probability distributions to compute probabilities; 

¶ Constructing and using functions to model different phenomena and analysing their predictions. 

Course Outline 

The topics to be studied are: 

¶ Introduction to Functions ς relationships between variables, algebraic, graphical and numerical 

representations; 

¶ Rates of Change ς computing average and instantaneous rates of change and derivatives of functions; 

¶ Periodic Functions and Applications ς properties of periodic functions, the graphs of periodic functions 

and their applications; 

¶ Exponential and Logarithmic Functions and Applications ς properties of exponential and logarithmic 

functions, the graphs of exponential and logarithmic functions and their applications; 

¶ Optimisation Using Derivatives ς ŘƛŦŦŜǊŜƴǘƛŀǘƛƻƴ ŀǎ ŀ ƳŜŀƴǎ ƻŦ ŦƛƴŘƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ ΨōŜǎǘΩ ŀƳƻƴƎ Ƴŀƴȅ ǎƻƭǳǘƛƻƴǎΤ 

¶ Introduction to Integration ς concept of integration and its relationship to the derivative; finding areas 

beneath curves; finding the volumes of solids of revolution; 

¶ Applied Statistical Analysis ς using data to estimate probabilities, discrete and continuous probability 

distributions and their applications. 

 

Assessment 

Students will be assessed through written reports, assignments/investigations (one per semester) as well as 

end of term examinations. Students will be required to use spreadsheets, specific websites and on-line 

calculators as part of their assignment work. 
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MATHEMATICS C 
 

Mathematics C is an extension of Mathematics B, though more demanding, and must be done in 

conjunction with this subject. It is a QCAA ǎǳōƧŜŎǘ ǘƘŀǘ ŎƻƴǘǊƛōǳǘŜǎ ǘƻǿŀǊŘǎ ŀ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘΩǎ ht ǎŎƻǊŜΦ ¢ƘŜ ŦƻŎǳǎ 

of Mathematics C is in broadening the range of mathematical objects and techniques that students have at 

their disposal and also in developing a greater depth of understanding. The concept and techniques of 

mathematical proof are an important theme through topics in this subject that includes the number 

system, matrix theory, combinatorial theory, calculus, analytical geometry and sequences/series. 

Mathematics C is a highly desirable preparatory course for students who intend pursuing a career involving 

the study of mathematics, engineering, physics and computing at tertiary level.  

 

Course Outline 

The topics to be studied are: 

¶ Introduction to Groups ς group properties, representations of groups, types of groups and 

applications.  

¶ Real and Complex Number Systems ς the structure of the number system and basic properties of 

numbers is examined, arithmetic of irrational numbers;  

¶ Matrices and Applications ς matrix arithmetic; solving systems of linear equations; applications 

include Markov chains (forecasting), determining competitor rankings, encryption, etc.; 

¶ Vectors and Applications ς vector representations and arithmetic; vector and scalar products, 

analytical geometry using vectors and force as a vector; 

¶ Calculus ς methods of differentiation and integration of functions and vector quantities, solving 

differential equations, approximation using derivatives, numerical methods of integration; 

¶ Structures and Patterns ς the binomial theorem and PascŀƭΩǎ ǘǊƛŀƴƎƭŜΣ ǎŜǉǳŜƴŎŜǎ ŀƴŘ ǎŜǊƛŜǎ ŀƴŘ 

their applications; finite differences.  

 

The Option Topics are: 

¶ Conics- representations of planar curves that have historically been used in describing planetary 

motion, properties and applications of conic curves;  

¶ Dynamics ς application of vector calculus to describe the motion of objects; projectile, circular and 

simple harmonic motion; motion under variable force.  

Assessment 

Students will be assessed through written reports, assignments/investigations (one per semester) as well as 

end of term examinations Students will be required to use spreadsheets, specialist mathematical software, 

graphics calculators and on-line calculators as part of their work. 
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MATHEMATICS - PREVOCATIONAL * 

 

Prevocational Mathematics is designed for students who will use little or no mathematics in their 

employment and as such it involves learning simple mathematical skills that are used in everyday life. In 

this subject Mathematics is learned in context and is task-orientated. Prevocational mathematics provides 

suitable challenges for those students who have consistently struggled with mathematics in junior years. 

Prevocational Mathematics is a QCAA subject and while results appear on the Queensland Certificate of 

Education, the subject does not ŎƻƴǘǊƛōǳǘŜ ǘƻ ŀ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘΩǎ ht ǎŎƻǊŜΦ 

Some specific tasks include: 

¶ Investigating finance options for taking out a loan to buy a car; 

¶ Planning and financing an overseas holiday; 

¶ Evaluating different mobile phone plans; 

¶ Designing a home and estimating costs of fitting it out. 

The five topics covered in the course are: 

¶ Mathematics for interpreting society : number 

¶ Mathematics for interpreting society : data 

¶ Mathematics for personal organisation : location and time 

¶ Mathematics for practical purposes : measurement 

¶ Mathematics for personal organisation : finance 

Assessment 

Assessment is a mixture of assignment work (there are written assignments every term), in-class skills tests 

and end of term examinations. Students will use spreadsheets, websites and some specialist software in 

their assignment work. 
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MUSIC 
 

The College has a high quality recording studio build around a 32 channel studio mixer and a digital, 

multitrack recording suite including Samplitude and Sibelius software as well as a range of dynamic and 

condenser microphones.  In addition to the main room, which includes a film size screen, keyboards, guitars 

and a new Yamaha grand piano, are two well-equipped band rooms, a listening/computer/DVD room and 

the control room.  In addition to this, the College has a range of musical instruments that can be utilised by 

the students, as well as a number of computes that have been pre-loaded with a range of software that will 

cater to all the requirements of the course. 

Assessment 

Students are required to complete four (4) assessment tasks in each year of this two year program.  Of 

these only three will be submitted in their folio for monitoring (Year 11) and another three for final 

assessment (Year 12).  These three tasks will be one each of: analysing repertoire, composing, and 

performing. 

In analysing repertoire students will need to use terminology which includes reference to the musical 

elements of duration, dynamics, harmony, melody, structure, texture and timbre, and be able to relate this 

to the particular genre and style of the selected piece(s) of music.  Any appropriate format such as a written 

essay, a short DVD presentation or a critical review of a live concert is acceptable. 

In composing a student may negotiate with the teacher the style, genre and length of the composition.  

Students can present their composition as a score (traditional, graphic or contemporary) and / or a sound 

recording on CD / DVD. 

In performing students are free to present themselves in their best possible way such as playing in a band, 

or playing a solo instrument or singing solo or in a group.  This performance will need to be recorded in a 

DVD or videotape format for verification. 

After submission of their folios, students are required to complete one more assessment task, which will b 

of the students own choosing. 

Prerequisite and Other Requirements 

As such, this course follows on easily from the Year 10 music program at the College.  Students who have 

not completed Year 10 music will need to have studied music privately and may be required to 

audition/interview.  Students will also be required to perform with the College singing group for not less 

than one term in each year.  Non singers may be given other roles to perform such as conducting, playing 

an instrument, or technical/engineering support.  Students already performing in a larger ensemble may be 

exempted. 
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MUSIC EXTENSION 

 
Music Extension is a two semester course available to selected students in Year 12 only who are also 

enrolled in Senior Music. 

This course is a separate OP level course that extends music students beyond the level they can attain in 

the Senior Music Course. 

Curriculum 

Students choose one of three areas of study: performance, composition or musicology.  Within each study

In investigating, the student explores analyses and synthesizes evidence from music sources relevant to 

their specialisation to develop their music ideas. 

In realising, the student has two criteria.  Developing ς where the student applies an understanding of 

musical elements and demonstrates skills and techniques relevant to the selected specialisation in 

preparing the work, and, Expressing ς where the student communicates music ideas in presenting the 

work. 

MUSIC ɀ INSTRUMENTAL 

 
The College offers instrumental music lessons to students who wish to learn a woodwind, brass or 

percussion instrument at school. 

These lessons are conducted in small groups during school time.  Students are taught on a rotational 

timetable, where they leave their normal class for a half hour twice per term, so that their normal class 

work is not substantially interrupted. 

The fees for this are separately billed by the College. 

We do have a small number of instruments for hire for a very low fee to cover ongoing maintenance. 

We are also looking to expand this offering to include guitar, bass guitar and keyboard if there is enough 

interest. 
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PHYSICAL EDUCATION 

 
Physical Education in the senior school involves the study of physical activity and sports and all factors that 

influence its success.  Physical Education has three focus areas: 

A ς Learning Physical Skills: Understanding motor learning, psychological theories and biomechanical 

principles that can assist in and improve team and individual performance in physical activities. 

B ς Process and Effects of Training and Exercise: understanding the physiology of exercise and training 

programs to develop and improve individual and team performance. 

C ς Sport, Physical Activity and Exercise in Australian Society: Socio-cultural understandings of sport and the 

influence on personal, team and community participation, appreciation and values within Australian 

society. 

Students who choose Physical Education will study four sports across the two years.  These sports are 

chosen from four (4) categories ς direct, indirect, performance and aesthetic.  Three of the four categories 

must be covered.  The subject consists of 50% practical and 50% theory, where participation in both areas 

is mandatory.  The sports that students will be learning through, in and about are: 

¶ Biathlon and / or athletics (performance) 

¶ Volleyball and / or tennis / badminton (indirect) 

¶ Dance (aesthetic) 

¶ Futsal / Netball / Touch (direct) 

Year 11 

Term 1 ς Motor Learning 

Students will learn about theories relating to motor skills, skills acquisition, practice, feedback and, motivation 
affecting the learning of physical skills to improve their individual performance of an activity.  Students will evaluate 
whether game or skill based practice is more suited to your style of learning and the physical performance skills you 
need to develop most.

Smaller items may arise during each 

term that the students can use to gauge their understanding of the topic, but will not contribute to their 

final grade. 

Costs 

At various times, student may require money to travel to certain venues.  There is a cost for specialised 

tennis coaching and dance teaching in Term 3.  Cost varies from   $50 - $100 per year and is reviewed 

annually.

PHYSICS 

 
Physics is concerned with the discovery, understanding and application of the fundamental laws of nature.  

Physicists use model (mainly mathematical) based on these laws to predict the outcome of other situations. 

A study of this subject is essential for an understanding of modern technology and people responsible for 

technological advances in the future will almost certainly have a solid grounding in Physics. 

Entry Requirements 
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Students attempting Physics require at least a Sound Achievement in Year 10 Advanced Mathematics and 

Science.  It is expected that students choosing Physics will also undertake Mathematics B.  Mathematics C is 

recommended since some units taken in that subject consolidate concepts learned in Physics.  The ability to 

think analytically and to solve novel problems is important. 

Course Outline 

The major unit topics are: 

¶ Measurement, Forces and Motion 

¶ Wave Motion, Physics of Sport 

¶ Atomic Structure, Nuclear Technology, Optics 

¶ Electricity, Magnetism, Electronics 

 

Assessment 

Assessment in Physics consists of:  

¶ Formal examinations; 

¶ Extended Research Tasks (one per year); 

¶ Extended Experimental Investigations (one per year); 

Career Opportunities 

Students seeking careers in Science, Technology or related field will benefit from the study of Physics. It is a 

required subject for entry to dentistry, engineering, pharmacy and veterinary science and is acceptable for 

courses requiring study of one or two senior science subjects. 

While Physics is not required for apprenticeships, it does provide useful background and employers 

sometimes give preference to students who have studied it. 
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Certificate III in Christian Ministry and Theology (10432NAT)  
 

 

Certificate III in Christian Ministry and Theology is a nationally accredited qualification which has been developed in 

the context of Catholic Education in Queensland.  

 

The course is delivered by the Institute of Faith Education (IFE) and is completed over four semesters in the senior 

years of schooling.   

 

This course offers a foundation that will be of particular value for pathways into careers in the Catholic sector 

including healthcare, education, teaching and childcare.  

 

A pass in year 10 English would be an important element in the successful completion of this qualification.  Sound 

comprehension skills as well as verbal and writing skills are required to address the requirements of assessment.  

 

Module 1 ς Spirituality Today  Year 11 Semester One 

This module explores what is meant by spirituality. It explores the relationship between spirituality and 

religion. This Module provides an entry-point for considering all aspects of Catholicism. 

 

Module 2 ς The Story Year 11 Semester Two 

In this module students gain an overview of the Scriptures and learn skills for biblical interpretation. There are 

opportunities to dig deep into the texts and to explore how they are used today.  

 

Module 3 ς Choices Year 12 Semester One 

In this module students are introduced to ethics and Catholic social justice teaching. Current moral/ethical 

issues and case studies provide the opportunity to reflect on the choices we make and how these impact on 

life.  

 

Module 4 ς The Edge Year 12 Semester Two 

This module provides an opportunity for students to reflect on their life journey and to explore further the 

nature of God as well as their own beliefs. The module also explores the questions of evil and suffering. 

 

Benefits of the Course 
 

¶ Students will gain valuable employability skills which will be of benefit in seeking careers in the Catholic 
sector and beyond. 

¶ The content of the course and required assessment are suitable for a range of student skill levels and 
understanding. 

¶ Students will be able to make connections with their own life experiences and the religious life of the school.   

¶ Students will gain a deeper understanding of the spiritual and religious influences in the world.  
 

Credit Points toward the Queensland Certificate of Education (QCE) 
 
Successful completion of this course currently contributes 8 points towards the Queensland Certificate of Education.  
 
Certificate III in Christian Ministry and Theology provides an alternative pathway to tertiary study. This can be an 
important safety net for OP students and an excellent outcome for OP-ineligible students.

Students explore and critique the role Religion has played and continues to play in the world. 

They learn about Religion by:  

¶ Looking at it as part of complex social, political and cultural dialogues 

¶ Engaging in conversational debates 

¶ Developing knowledge, analysis and critical thinking 

¶ Exploring justice issues such as equity, gender, ethnicity, inclusivity 

Studying a range of religions can help students become conscious of the particular ways that they make 
sense of the world, and become more skilled in identifying different ways of describing and responding to 
experiences. 
 
Subject Entry Requirements 
 
It is expected that students in Year 10 have achieved at least two High Achievements in RE, English or 

Social Science.  A study period may be available for SOR students.  SOR is an Authority Subject course with 

mandatory assessment.

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Learning Methods 

Students learn through the inquiry method.  A structure for the process of inquiry is given and this guides 

students to investigate information and direct their thinking skills. The process of inquiry contributes to 

their ability to formulate ideas, make judgements and reach conclusions.   

Learning activities are shaped by framing, investigating, reasoning, judging and reflecting.  In each core 

component and topic, inquiry questions are provided with related ideas and concepts to investigate. 

Assessment 

Students are assessed in a range of techniques such as multimodal presentations, response to stimulus 

tasks, extended written responses, and research assignment work.  Assessment is formative in Year 11 and 

summative in Year 12.  Fullest and latest applies to student work at exit.  The nature of the assessment 

assists students in developing skills for University study.

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RELIGION AND ETHICS 

 
The study of RELIGION AND ETHICS encourages students to explore their personal values and life choices 

and how they are related to their beliefs.  The course of study provides students with opportunities to gain 

knowledge and understanding of oneself as a human being and how personal beliefs, values and spiritual 

identity are shaped and influenced by factors such as family, culture, gender, race, class and economic 

issues. 

Content 

Religion and Ethics helps students to understand the personal, relational and spiritual perspectives of 

human experience and to learn about and reflect on the richness of religious and ethical worldviews and 

traditions.  These perspectives are explored through electives that deal with issues such as the meaning of 

life, spirituality, purpose and destiny, life choices, ethics and morality, good and evil, heroes and role 

models, and social justice. 

Students will gain knowledge and understanding of themselves as a human being who asks questions about 

life and what gives meaning to life.  Seeking answers for these questions may help students in the search 

for personal meaning and purpose, and clarify their beliefs and ethical values.

Learning Methods 

Religion and Ethics challenges students to examine religious, spiritual and ethical issues through an inquiry 

approach.  This means being curious, asking questions, reflecting on the information you gather through 

research and investigation, and appraising and reconsidering the consequences and outcomes. 
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Assessment  

Assessment in Religion and Ethics provides opportunities to develop and demonstrate knowledge and 

understanding of the personal, relational and spiritual perspectives of human experience.  Assessment 

instruments include: 

¶ projects, which provide you with authentic, real-world opportunities to inquire into a range of 

religious, spiritual, social and ethical issues; a response includes at least two components from written, 

spoken, multimodal, performance or product  

¶ investigations, which are research based and follow an inquiry approach to a specific question or 

hypothesis 

¶ extended responses to stimulus materials such as religious symbols/artefacts, images, texts or articles 

¶ short response examinations. 

In Semesters 3 and 4, students will be expected to complete four to six assessment instruments, including 

one project or investigation, and one examination. 

Career Pathways 

A course of study in Religion and Ethics can establish a basis for further education and employment as it 

helps develop the personal, interpersonal and citizenship skills and attributes necessary in all workplaces.  

It allows students to manage change, to be resilient and adaptive, and to develop strategies so that they 

can cope with the demands, not only of everyday life, but also of continuing studies, employment and 

future careers. 

Entry Requirements 

Some students may be advised to select this branch of Religion due to work load requirements and 

timetabling restrictions.  This will be carried out in consultation with the Deputy Principal Mission, Deputy 

Principal Curriculum and/or VET Coordinator. 

Additional Costs 

All Year 11 students attend a 2 day local (Innisfail/Cairns) field study examining Indigenous Spirituality.  The 

field study fee covers transport, venue entry and food and costs approximately $70.00 each. 
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SCIENCE 21 

 
The ever-growing importance of scientific issues in our daily lives demands a populace who have sufficient 

knowledge and understanding to follow science and scientific debates with interest, and to engage with the 

issues science and technology pose τ both for them individually and for our society as a whole. (Goodrum, 

D, Hackling, M, Rennie, L (2001) The Status and Quality of Teaching and Learning of Science in Australian 

Schools τA Research Report, Commonwealth of Australia.)

Technology Studies is a workshop based practical design subject, where students 

solve problems or needs by designing and making practical projects.  During the 

design and manufacture process, students practise and develop research and analytical skills, practical and 

hand and machine skills, planning skills, safety habits, graphical and written communication skills and 

creativity. 

Typically a student is given a problem and asked to design and build a product that addresses the problem.  

During the course of the exercise, the student investigates processes, materials, tools and options, and 

submits a report on the entire process including an evaluation of the completed 

product. 

Technology Studies is an OP subject that offers variety and depth of theoretical and 

practical study, and would suit tertiary bound students interested in practical Science, 

Engineering and Design. 

Entry Requirements 

Students would need to be able to cope with an extensive amount of research and report writing, and so 

would need to have attained at least a Sound Achievement in English.  Please note:  This subject is a full 

Authority Subject that counts towards university entrance.  As with all Authority Subjects, the school 

expects students to be prepared to maintain the highest effort in practical work, written assignment work 

and research depth. 

Course Outline 

Students design, make and evaluate design projects, and in doing so learn and apply information from the 

three Areas of Study: Analysing design problems, applying design factors and communicating, Synthesising 

and evaluating designs.  For each project or design situation, students keep 

a folio which records the research, knowledge and problem solving used to 

make the finished article. 

Assessment 

Assessment in Year 11: 

¶ Design Folios (800 ς 1000 words) and a practical product 

¶ Report writing task (600 ς 1000 words) 

Costs 

Students will be required to pay a levy, and will normally wear a school uniform but will need to be 

prepared to provide and wear industrial work gear when the situation requires it (e.g. when welding),
